ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:
1. Must be on track to graduate high school in the spring of 2022 with a 3.0 GPA or higher.
2. Must major in music education at a Montana university or college (no out of state institutions).
3. Must major on a wind or percussion instrument.
4. Applicant’s band director must be a member in good standing of the MBA.
5. Must submit a completed application, including all required letters and materials (listed below).

Payment will be made to the recipient’s financial aid account following the completion of the first semester of college, providing the
scholarship recipient has fulfilled the following requirements:
1. Successfully completed one semester as a full time music education major.
2. Be enrolled as a full time music education major for a second consecutive semester.
If for any reason the recipient does not meet these requirements, the scholarship will go to the second place finalist.
